We have been given lots of hope by the new gov-
ernment of Australia when the Prime Minister signed
the Kyoto protocol within his first 100 days of form-
ing the new government.

I move:

We reflect in particular on the mistreatment of those
who were stolen generations - this blemished chap-
ter in our nation's history.
The time has now come for the nation to turn a new
page in Australia's history by righting the wrongs of
the past and so moving forward with confidence to
the future.
We apologise for the laws and policies of succes-
sive parliaments and governments that have in-
flicted profound grief, suffering and loss on these
our fellow Australians.
We apologise especially for the removal of Aborigi-
nal and Torres Strait Islander children from their
families, their communities and their country.
For the pain, suffering and hurt of these stolen gen-
erations, their descendants and for their families left
behind, we say sorry.
To the mothers and the fathers, the brothers and the
sisters, for the breaking up of families and communi-
ties, we say sorry.
And for the indignity and degradation thus inflicted
on a proud people and a proud culture, we say
sorry.
And let’s listen to The Opposition Leader Dr Bren-
dan Nelson's speech to Parliament:
Mr Speaker, members of this 42nd Parliament of
Australia, visitors and all Australians.
In rising to speak in support of this motion, | recog-
nise the Ngunnawal, first peoples of this Canberra
land.

We will do our best not to
contribute to creating more hells on Earth, and to
help transform the hells that already exist. We will
practice in order to realize the qualities of persever-
ance and stability, so that, like the Earth, we can
always be supportive and faithful to those in need. ¥
